May is always a special month for us in Hong Kong. It was the first month for the
first sale we ever held in HK, back in 2008. And 2008 was also the first vintage
that we ever offered wines direct from the Domaine of Louis Michel Liger-
Belair, who has resurrected his family’s Domaine to the top of the Burgundy
ladder over the past decade. This year is particularly special, as it represents
the Domaine’s 200™ anniversary. If only his family had managed to maintain
ownership of the legendary La Tache vineyard. That story is Louis Michel’s own
personal version of the Great Depression.

This catalog presented a challenge, a challenge to fit so many great wines inside of
just one book. Inside are not two or three or four but eight world-class Featured
Collections. Make that Eight Featured Collections!!! Join us May 30" at 9am at
Grissini in the Grand Hyatt to experience this catalog’s full splendor. It will be a
day off well spent!

Lots 1-151 is a sweep across decades of Bordeaux’s glory and history, full of rare wines from the 1950s and
onward, and often in case quantities thanks to this estate collection of a known, respected and longstanding
Midwestern collector. Famous wines extend far beyond Bordeaux, including rare DRCs from 1959, 1961 and 1969,
stellar Guigals, cases of the wonderful 1978 Dom Perignon and magnums of Roederer Cristal from the 1980s are all
from one of the most comprehensive collections of mature wines we have offered this year.

Burgundy dominates our next Featured Collection thanks to one of our favorite consignors, a deeply knowledgeable
collector of Burgundy and his superb collection in Lots 152-287. Rousseau and Dujac together offer over twenty
lots, and large formats of Meo-Camuzet, Leflaive and Bouchard are three of a far, far longer list of the greatest
winemakers of Burgundy. This is a great chance to add full cases of Burgundy’s greatest young vintages such as
2005, 2009 and 2010 from its top Domaines, and we all know where demand is headed for Burgundy.

When two of the first three lots of a collection are also two of the most famous and greatest Bordeaux ever made
- 1947 Cheval Blanc and a case (!) of the 1959 Haut Brion - you know it is special. I can assure you there is no
fall from those two summits in Lots 299-378. There is a stunning La Tache collection that begins with an ancient
vertical of La Tache beginning with 1940, and more such as a full case of 1990 La Tache that ends only when it
reaches the 2009, with vintage after vintage in between. Did | mention the ten lots of Henri Jayer including rare
Richebourg or the six from Petrus? This is a superlative collection.

Lots 473-507 is the perfect prelude and warm up to the incredible direct consignment that follows immediately
after. These come to us from one of Hong Kong’s most astute collectors. There are six OWCs of the 2008 and 2009
Golden Dragon Collection, with coveted Grand and Premier crus from Liger Belair inside. Those six cases alone
make up an impressive percentage of what was released to the entire market. Rousseau, Dujac, Fourrier, Rouget and
Lafon keep the Burgundy flag flying. Cheval Blanc in Imperial, Petrus vintages, a wonderful Mouton 1961 magnum
and three vintages of Laville Haut Brion show the breadth and depth of this perfectly stored collection.
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There are few names as respected in Burgundy today as the name Liger Belair. Beyond being the sole owner of the
small, revered grand cru of La Romanee, the vineyard that overlooks Romanee-Conti, the wines that come from this
Domaine’s superb Grand and Premier cru vineyards have rocketed to the top of collectors’ lists of what they rightly
want in their cellars. Although there is two hundred years of history behind the Domaine, I can say with confidence
that the winemaking has never been better. This will be the largest ever offer from the Domaine, including a
Superlot of every Permier and Grand Cru wine Louis Michel has ever made! Lots 508-528 have never left the
Domaine until this auction.

There is no letup thereafter. Lots 529-546 are amazing lots for which you want to remain in your seat. Rare bottles
of the legendary 1961 Latour a Pomerol, two Petrus Imperials, an OWC of the 1990 DRC Assortment, three vintages
of La Tache and a stellar case of the famous 1978 Jaboulet Hermitage La Chapelle. Wow!!! All come to us from one of
our favorite collectors who knows as much about wine as anyone we know.

Lots 550-568 are “only” eighteen lots. Yet these are eighteen emphatic lots. There are thirty bottles from Henri
Jayer within, four vintages of wonderfully stored DRC Montrachet and five additional DRC lots including a tough to
find 2003 Romanee Conti magnum. Bang bang!

I'll be surprised if there is a greater collection of wonderfully stored, older Bordeaux offered anywhere this year
than what’s inside Lots 685-817. The quality and care will hard to be equaled or exceeded. This retired doctor, a
collector of over four decades, has decided to part with his collection and we are all the beneficiaries. From his deep
underground, temperature and humidity-controlled cellar (the walls are over a meter thick) come stellar examples
of the greatest names of Bordeaux, plus a few of Burgundy’s famous names, too. Every First Growth and Super
Second, and all the great vintages you care to drink, cellar or experience for the first or twentieth time is inside, and
in a range of formats. Every bottle and case has been lovingly cared for during his four decades of collecting. Don’t
miss Lots 685-817 on Saturday afternoon. These are incredible wines to drink or age longer.

Whiskey might be the hottest segment of the market at the moment, and that makes Lots 642-684 absolutely
sizzling. These are incredibly rare bottles, with over thirty bottles of Macallan beginning in the 1940s, rare

Karuizawa, Glenfiddich, Springback and the iconic Ichiro’s Malt Whisky.

Don’t forget, this is our last major auction in Hong Kong until September. Thank you again to all of our friends and
clients who enjoy collecting, loving and living wine.
