We will end the first half of the 2016 auction season in Hong Kong emphatically
with our biggest sale of the year, thanks to two very large and very special Featured
Collections, collections that comprise well over 400 of the 1000+ Lots we’ll offer on
June 4. First and foremost, in what has become a yearly tradition, we will welcome
back a true Burgundian superstar, the Comte Louis Michel Liger-Belair! The wines
of Liger-Belair have become one of Burgundy’s elite again over the past decade, thanks
to the efforts of Louis Michel to resurrect the Domaine back to its original grandeur of
centuries ago. Just one example of the great history of the Domaine is the fact that La
Tache was owned by the Liger-Belair family before its current owners. Having studied
with Henri Jayer, there is no question that Louis Michel is one of Burgundy’s most
gifted and exciting winemakers today. We are ecstatic to welcome him back to Hong
Kong once again, as well as some very choice lots direct from his cellars, Lots 519-530.

Let’s begin with those two Super Collections. Both come to us from superb storage in

Europe, from men with decades of experience as wine lovers and collectors behind (and ahead too) of them. Lots 305-518
is our largest collection of the day. This is one of those unique, “blindfolded cellars,” meaning you could go through the
list of the wines within it blindfolded, choose anything on the list, and have a great lot. I know this world class collector
very well, having had a remarkable number of bottles together that are unforgettable memories, and you will too if you get
anything from this superb cellar. He is a savvy collector of Bordeaux. The wines from the 1940s, 1950s, 1960s, 1970s,
1980s and onward are in stellar condition. I was on location at the cellar prior to making this catalog, and besides drinking
too many great wines to list, I looked at many of the older bottles on offer and got goosebumps! Gorgeous stuff, indeed.
Magnums and cases of the Super Seconds alone are time well spent reading this catalog, and I haven’t mentioned yet the
First Growths and friends! 1964, 1966, 1970, 1975 Petrus, for example, are followed by multiple lots of 1952, 1962, 1982
and 1986 Mouton, 1949 Lafite to name just a few of the many among the “Great Eight.” The Burgundies? We begin with
Rousseau, continue to mixed lots of the trio of the 1971, 1978 and 1985 (great) Burgundy vintages, four six bottle OWCs of
Domaine Leroy Musigny (yes you read that correctly) in addition to OWCs of Bonnes Mares, Richebourg and Romanee St.
Vivant. 1987 Henri Jayer magnums from one of my favorite vineyards are here. Don’t miss banded before inspection OWCs
of 1991 DRC La Tache and Richebourg, Meo Cros Parantoux or the world class collection of white Burgundy comprised
of rare Lafon Montrachet, DRC Montrachet, d’ Auvenay whites, Ramonet, Leflaive and Sauzet grand crus. There are many,
many treasures beyond these inside this collection, Lots 305-518. Have fun — we did in Europe deciding what was special
enough to select for our clients and friends in Hong Kong and throughout Asia.

What you don’t win from that collection can be more than made up thanks to collection that is Lots 670-898. Over 150 lots
within this collection is Burgundy, and only the best of the best is herein. While our first featured collection focuses more on
the older and wiser side, this collection features some of the great wines and vintages of the past twenty years, most still in
the original box. Cases of the Rousseau “Big Three” from 2005, 2009 and 2010 kick off the Burgundies. Incredible wines
from Rousseau that will last and which you’ll love for decades. The Vogue OWCs are just as impressive as are a superlative
selection of cases of 2009 and 2010 Dujac Grand Crus. Let’s not forget cases of 1993, 1996, 2001, 2002, 2005 and 2008
DRCs. Rare Roumier Amoureuses, Meo-Camuzet, Dugat-Py, de Montille Christiane and Hudelot-Noellat set the stage for a
deep roster of cases from the greatest White Burgundy winemakers. Summer is coming so buy to drink in the months ahead
the best of the best from Coche-Dury, Lafon, DRC, Leflaive, Drouhin, Sauzet, Bouchard, Raveneau and Fevre. There are
fifty lots of beautiful white Burgundies here just in time for summer! Speaking of summer, Champagne for the hot months
ahead is a great idea, too, and Krug, Cristal, Dom Rose and the highly sought after cuvees of Selosse and Jacquesson, plus
a super rare twelve bottle case of 1982 Bollinger Vieilles Vignes, Francaises are all here to help. This deep collection, from
one of the world’s greatest collectors, comes to us mostly from superb professional storage in Octavian in Great Britain. We
are honored and excited to present both of these Featured Collections, the largest of the day, to you.
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But wait! There’s more! Lots 1-167 start us off the right way on June 4%, with two collections full of famous wines to drink
now and for years to come. The collector behind Lots 1-81 bought the best of the best of Bordeaux’ First Growths and Super
Seconds — Petrus, Lafite, Latour, Mouton, Margaux, Haut Brion, Trotanoy, Leoville Las Cases, Yquem...you know the list!
There are also very special DRC, Roumier, Vogue and Dujac lots thanks to a savvy collector in Hong Kong. Anchoring the
superb collection in Lots 82-167 are over a dozen lots of Lafite, many in the large formats that make any dinner or party a
little more raucous and memorable. 1970 and 1971 Petrus are followed by OWCs of 1975 and 1982, as are six of the most
famous and sought vintages of Yquem in the past 50 years, plus OWCs of vintages of Latour, Margaux and Mouton from
the greatest of vintages. If you are looking for a little Burgundy love in this collection 1990, 2003 and 2005 La Tache, along
with 1996 and 1999 Henri Jayer should meet that need.

What’s the big deal you might understandably ask about the slightly less than three dozen lots in the collection contained in
Lots 206-239? A lucky thirteen lots are DRC, dominated by OWCs of La Tache and Romanee Conti; that’s part of the correct
answer. OWCs of 2009, 2010, 2011 and 2012 Romanee Conti (and La Tache too), as is 2011 DRC Montrachet in OWC in
tandem with OWCs of DRC Grands Echezeaux. Plus you will find OWCs of the great 2009 First Growths. This is definitely
a cellar for those with a long-term strategy!

I’ll finish with two final Featured Collections that are special and unique in different ways, even though I could include
many more. Lots 531-596 hold an exciting collection. Everything is superb and would be on my personal shopping list!
The very great 1961 Latour a Pomerol, 1964 Petrus and 1990 Rousseau Chambertin get the party started thanks to this
longstanding client whose cellars are perfect for storing and aging. There are four vintages of the elusive Liger-Belair
Golden Dragon Assortment Collection plus vintages of the great La Romanee. The many vintages of Leroy Chambertin,
Richebourg, Romanee St Vivant, Clos de la Roche, Clos de Vougeot heat things up for 1996 and 1999 Dujac, which precede
eight vintages of Roumier Bonnes Mares and Les Amoureuses. All of which precede what is likely to be a fun global bidding
battle for two super rare twelve bottle cases of Verset Cornas. This collection is hot stuff!!!

Finally, and it’s not finally until you go through the pages ahead, is an amazing collection of magnum Superlots of Chateaux
Latour and Mouton Rothschild, plus ancient Bordeaux that goes back to 1905 Latour (from the Noble Family Collection)
and 1908 Lafite amongst many other beautifully mature First Growths and rarely seen vintages, in Lots 620-669. This is a
very exciting collection, and there is something for anyone who wants to taste the true greatness of Bordeaux again, or for
the first time. Older is for the wiser!

This catalog makes clear yet again that no one does it like Acker Merrall. People love to talk, but as we like to say, the proof
is in the catalog, and this is about as good as it gets. We look forward to seeing you one last time before summer. Come
join us June 4™!!!
