Good things are happening in the wine market, and when good things happen, great
collections follow. Our June 10th sale is as incredible an auction as I can remember
recently, so much so we needed to add a special evening session on Wednesday, June
7th. That’s right the auction is 6pm on June 7th at the Chatham, Conrad Hong
Kong, and June 10th at Grand Hyatt starting at 10am. That’s what we call doubling
our pleasure! Add to the auction the return to Hong Kong of the great Comte Louis-
Michel Liger-Belair, bringing with him an exclusive consignment of his magnificent
wines direct form his cellars. This will be our largest Hong Kong auction of 2017, over
1100 Lots and HK$50 million of the world’s greatest wines!

I want to begin with Comte Louis-Michel Liger-Belair and his incredible wines.
Burgundy’s top critics agree with the world’s greatest collectors, that under his leadership
and winemaking, Louis-Michel is making wines that are at the very, very top of the pyramid, unquestionably on the same
level as the most famous in Burgundy. Please help us welcome Comte Louis-Michel Liger-Belair back to Hong Kong and
be prepared to raise your paddles for Lots 828-844. We are honored and excited to have him with us in HK again!

Now let me start at the beginning, which will be the evening of June 7th, 2017. Lots 1-200 of the over 400 Lots on offer
that night are from one of Europe’s greatest collectors, a longtime friend and client who has spent a lifetime collecting and
loving wine. Thankfully, he has many years left in him! His mother’s roots actually trace back to the same Swiss region
where Wolfgang Grunewald is from; now, that is a good sign! The highlight of the collection is forty-six lots of Domaine
de la Romanee Conti back to 1942 and many other legendary vintages from THE Domaine. There are eight Henri Jayer lots
including 1985 Richebourg, plus a dozen lots of Coche-Dury and over a dozen of Domaine Leflaive’s top whites. There’s far
more within this collection, including many of the greatest Bordeaux made in the past century beginning with 1949, 1955
and 1959 on through to the greatest wines of recent decades. There is an exceptional collection of Le Pin, as well as cases of
icons such as 1989 Haut Brion. You will find a long list of Europe’s greatest wines beyond Burgundy and Bordeaux as well.
This is the largest collection of the auction, and one well worth examining closely from beginning to end. We love starting
with a bang! Wednesday night June 7th will be one of those “Don’t Miss” nights — and we have only told you about half the
session - block your calendar now!

Saturday June 10th is Day Two, Part II. Any day that begins with 2002 DRC Romanee-Conti is bound to be a great day!
After a sizzling beginning of Burgundy and more thanks to an assortment of collectors, we are pleased to offer wines from
one of the greatest collections in the world in Lots 551-705. This collector has bought and collected Bordeaux en primeur
for decades, often getting allocations directly from the Chateaux, and a huge amount of what will be offered is either in OWC
or removed from a previously unopened OWC. Every beautiful case of First Growths and tiny production magnums and
cases of Le Pin have been sitting untouched in professional storage these many years. There are also well over one hundred
bottles of Domaine Leroy to anchor his stellar collection of Burgundy (he has deep ties to that beautiful region), making this
offering even more special. You will be thrilled with the quality of what he has collected over the decades.

Three Featured Collections heavy on Burgundy follow and are all special and unique. Lots 706-740 is dominated by DRC,

and some its closest wine friends of the highest level. The OWC case lots of 2005-2013 DRC La Tache and 2008-2013
Romanee Conti would be enough to impress, yet there is more. Take a look! Every lot and wine is special.
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Just as special is the Featured Collection that follows immediately after Lots 741-815. This collector was a personal referral
to us by Martine Saunier. Martine always knows best! He has also been a close, personal friend of the Burghound Allen
Meadows, who has gotten more than a few tasting notes from his cellar over the years! This collection speaks volumes
about his incredible wine knowledge, accumulated over decades of buying the very best from the best sources, usually
upon release or shortly thereafter. Some of the greatest ever vintages of Rousseau back to 1985 are here, magnums, too.
More magnums of 1990 DRC La Tache, 1990 DRC Grands Echezeax, 1985 DRC Richebourg and 1996 DRC Montrachet
— impressive! There is a spectacular collection of Jayers, mostly bought from Martine over the years. Let’s not forget the
four vintages of Coche-Dury Corton Charlemagne. I have just scratched the surface here - your enthusiasm will match mine
once you read the pages behind this ideally stored collection!

The third of this trio, Lots 852-899, is an all Burgundy masterpiece collection. 1978 Romanee-Conti along with six more
RC vintages are here, along with a spectacular eighteen vintage vertical of La Tache! 1969 and 1971 Rousseau Chambertin
in tandem with a full case of super rare Dujac Romanee St. Vivant are just a small preview of one of the very best Burgundy
collections we have offered in HK in 2017. Don’t miss it!

Speaking of verticals, there are five more astonishing verticals in this auction, one from Lafite, one from Latour and three
from Mouton in bottle, magnum and double magnum!!! Lafite and Latour will take center stage on Wednesday night with
two verticals that each span five decades (1965-2005) in Lots 250-251! It is always special to have a significant vertical of
Mouton, seeing all the artist labels together is a thing of real beauty — see for yourself in Lots 849-851! Here we have not one
vertical, but three, and in three different formats, an amazing assortment of the First Growth known as Mouton Rothschild.
These are true masterpiece lots and showpieces for any cellar. The bottles span 1965 to 2005, the magnums from 1973 to
2013 and the double-magnums from 1970 to 2000. Wow!!!

That reminds us of more great Bordeaux, and Lots 900A-969 is all about the Bordeaux, really all about the First Growths,
especially the wines of Chateau Latour. There are thirty or so lots on offer spanning 1928-2009, including rarest large
formats of 1961 (OWCs of magnums, Jeroboam and Imperial!!!) released directly from the Chateau and sold through

Christies in 2011. Talk about great bottles!!! It doesn’t get much more exciting than that!!!

Please join us June 7th and June 10th in Hong Kong, we have a special few days ahead of us in early June. This is as good
as it gets!
